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WATER BAPTISM
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What Water Baptism is 

Water Baptism is a sacrament of the New Testament Church. It is a voluntary, external symbol of an inner work of the Spirit in one’s heart and life.   When a person gives his life to Jesus Christ by exhibiting faith in His sacrifice at Calvary, the Holy Spirit takes that believer out of the body of the “First Adam” and submerges or baptizes that believer into the body of the “Last Adam” which is Jesus Christ. Water Baptism is a physical symbol of the spiritual act performed by the Holy Spirit.

What Water Baptism is not

Water Baptism is NOT a means of obtaining salvation. Simply stated, water baptism does not save an individual and does not play any part in one’s initial salvation experience.  The correct and only acceptable candidate for water baptism is one who has been “Born Again” and has confessed with his mouth and believed in his heart that God raised Jesus from the dead. A death endured that the believer could be cleansed from sin and the power of darkness.
Is Water Baptism Required

Water Baptism will neither save nor damn an individual.  However Jesus commented at His own water baptism that “it becometh us (Christians) to fulfil all righteousness”   It is appropriate for every believer to be water baptized as a public proclamation of ones conversion and placement into the body of Christ.  Every Christian should be baptized.
Can one be baptized more than once

A believer can be baptized any number of times during the course of their salvation, but every believer should be baptized at least once after their conversion.  If one is renewing  or restating  one’s faith in the crucified Christ, water baptism is an excellent way to renew a commitment to Christ and an acceptance of His sacrifice for our sin.

Who’s name should one be baptized in?

We believe that it is scriptural and appropriate to be baptized “in the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost” Matt 28:19  or “in the name of the Lord Jesus” Acts 8:16 or  “the name of the Lord” Acts 22:16    or “in the name of Jesus Christ”  Acts 2:38  

 Christ Unveiled Ministries baptizes using any one of these formulas depending on which minister is doing the baptism. We feel all the aforementioned formulas are scriptural and valid.
Christ Unveiled Water Baptism

The process of water baptism at Christ Unveiled Ministries is as follows.

Requesting To Be Baptized
If you desire to be baptized you may speak to one of the Pastors or First Lady and they will direct you accordingly.  You MUST be born again in order to be baptized at Christ Unveiled Ministries.
Preparation For Baptism

When you come to the service in which you will be baptized you should be wearing the clothes that you intend to be baptized in. You should also bring a dry set of clothing that you can change into after being baptized.  Please DO NOT wear shorts, tank tops, halter tops, spandex, or any overly revealing attire. Remember you will publicly exit from the baptism tank soaking wet. We ask you to respect the house of God and the congregation by arriving in proper attire.
The Baptism Procedure

When You Arrive

When you arrive, give your dry clothing to an usher to hold for you.  If you are wearing a dress of light material it may be appropriate to wear something under it for when you go into the water.
The Baptism

When you step down into the baptistery, the Pastor will ask you to cross your arm in front of your chest. The pastor will then hold your nose so water can not go into it and will quickly dip you “completely” under the water and bring you back up.  Please physically cooperate with the Pastor as he does this.  You will be underwater for approximately one second and he will lift you out of the water.  DO NOT fight, wiggle or attempt to stand up before you are completely under or you may have to go under again.  
Coming out of the Water

When the Pastor lifts you out of the water you will exit the baptistery in the same direction from which you came.  You will enter into the small curtained area where a dry towel, a bathrobe, and slippers will await you. DO NOT DISROBE.  Use the towel to quickly pat your clothing as dry as possible and then put the bath robe over your wet clothing and then slip on the slippers.  When you are ready, you will be escorted from the backstage area to the appropriate restroom where your dry clothing will await you.  You can change your clothing at that time.
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
